Yeo Yat-Soon studied at King’s College London from where he has a master’s degree in historical musicology.  As a postgraduate he studied at the Guildhall School of Music and Drama with Christopher Kite (harpsichord) and Harry Newstone (conducting).  Whilst there he won the Raymond Russell Prize for Harpsichord.
As a conductor Yat-Soon specialises in baroque opera and vocal music.  He has conducted widely acclaimed productions for London Baroque Opera, City of London Festival and Opéra de Baugé.  He also directs his own ensemble The Musical Miscellany.
Yat-Soon works widely as a harpsichordist.  He has performed regularly at the South Bank and St John’s Smith Square.  He plays regularly with two period instrument ensembles, the Berlin-based Camerata Berolinensis and the London-based Loki Music.  He has broadcast for BBC1, BBC4, BBC Radio 3, Classic FM and Channel 4 Television.
